We started off October with a group at the new Powerman Muncie Duathlon in Indiana. After crushing the field at the Ohio Triple-T this spring, John Kenny wanted to do the same at the fall event in White Lake NC.  While the Ohio race is super hilly, this race is fairly flat so a real test for his abilities.  This is a 3-day 4-race event with the format of sprint/olympic/olympic/half ironman races.  In a repeat of earlier in the year, John won all 4 races and of course the overall in the solo division!  Kevin Lisska also raced with a teammate in the team division, winning all 4 races and the overall team division.  Rich Swor raced in the first 2 races and finished 2nd overall, only to John.  Great showing for us!
Also of note for October……Greg Remaly finished 8th pro at Tinley’s Tri in CA with his improving swim/run combo.  He also raced the new Super Sprint Grand Prix with a stacked field in CA, finishing a solid 14th pro.  Nick raced in the Miami 70.3 and finished 19th in a very large pro field.  
November is always a short month for tri, but we packed in several great races.  Nick was our lone entrant in the Ironman 70.3 World Championships this year.  Plagued again by medical issues he was not at his best, but the fact that he made the qualifications to be there in the first place shows his talent!  The off season will now give him plenty of time to recuperate.  This race always has an amazing international field, and Nick finished 29th of 40 pro's!
Zach decided to do another crazy set of back to back Ironman weekends.  He first traveled south to compete in Ironman Florida, and as one of the last Ironman races of the year it is usually a stacked international field.  Zach had a very solid race and finished a 13th of 39 pro's, and 2nd American!  Only one week later, Zach thought it would be a good idea to jump in another ironman distance race at Beach 2 Battleship in NC......and a great decision it was!  After a very solid swim he posted the fastest bike and run splits to cruise to a 1st place pro finish, and a great way to end the season for us!
